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As previously communicated, all exports to Private Individuals in Norway must have the receiver’s Personal ID number indicated on the invoice and consignment note.

In Norway, each resident is officially registered by means of a registration number, called Personal ID.  The Personal ID consists of 11-digits.  This Personal ID allows each individual to be identified and allows him/her to gain access to their own confidential data. One purpose of the Personal ID is to ensure the consignee is charged the correct level of import duties and taxes and to control the import of goods for personal consumption.

The use of the Personal ID is regulated by the Norwegian Customs Authorities.

The following points must be followed:

· The Personal ID of private consignees must be indicated on the customs documentation without exception (11 digits)

· Customs clearance cannot be performed without the Personal ID.  It will lead to delays and additional costs, 

· The receiver’s telephone number is not an adequate substitute for the Personal ID
